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Determine your dedication to the Hunger Games theme. Will you be going all out with costumes, decorations,
similar foods, and games?

Create a list of those who you wish to invite

Set up a Facebook group for invites and reminders about the party. Ask for the contact information of those
attending so you can keep in touch about dates and changes to the party

Set a date for the party

You may want to think about assigning a character to each person attending. If there are too many people, you
could assign each person a district and they can plan and dress accordingly

Those assigned to rich Districts (like district 1, 2, and 4) will be required to where glitter and brightly colored wigs,
etc.

Those assigned to District 12 may be required to dress in their ugliest sweaters, etc.

Send invites through the mail. These can be themed like summons from the Capital, or could be tickets to “attend

Make sure invites include: Location and directions (you could give a map of Panem and the districts), contact
information, a request to RSVP, and other important information

Purchase all necessary decorations. Some great ideas for décor are:
- Flame stickers

- Glitter

- Brightly colored clothing and neon for those in The capital

- Mocking jay pins

Purchase paper and plastic plates and silverware

Remind those attending of date and time and confirm RSVPs

Be sure to make aware any costs or obligations associated with attending your party

Finalize plans and itinerary

Decide on which games or activities you will have. Some good ideas are:

- Knot Tying races

- Cornucopia racing challenge

- “archery style” pin the tail on the donkey

- Scavenger hunts (for “weapons”, “rabbits”, “career tribute” hunt)

- Plant recognition activity

- Etc.

Announce via your Facebook group that there will be prizes and awards given out. Examples:

- 1st Place — The Katniss Everdeen award

- Villain Award — The Career Tribute Award

- Best Dressed Award — The Cinna Award

Plan a raffle in which party goers can submit their names into the raffle. Winners of different games and challenges
throughout the night can win tesserae in which they can submit their name more than once to the raffle, increasing

their chances of winning the prize at the end of the night.

Securing two tickets to opening night of the Hunger Games movie is a great way to encourage people to attend
the party. Announce this, or a similar prize the week before to excite those attending.

Decorate and prepare the place where the party is to be held. Do all that you can today so that tomorrow can be
set aside for having fun

Make sure you get some sleep! You have a big day ahead of you tomorrow
Drink lots of water. You never know when you might get another chance to drink water
